U Over 176 000 Carnets issued in 2012 for goods valued at
US$ 24 billion.

U All goods covered: from the ordinary to the extraordinary

E Commercial samples: jewellery, apparel, watches, leather goods, etc.

E Goods for fairs and exhibitions: All kinds of products/equipment, antiques,
paintings and other works of art, display booths/stands, etc.

E Professional equipment: press, cine, sound and TV broadcasting equipment,

musical instruments, machinery, electrical equipment, equipment for use by all kinds
of professionals.

Except: Perishable or consumable items or goods for processing or repair.

ATA Carnets are composed of colour-coded vouchers and counterfoils

- for departing/re-entering country of temporary export

- White for entering/departing country of temporary import
- Blue for transit operations (entry and exit from an ATA transit
country).

Vouchers are removed by Customs and retained as control
documents.
