










There have been increasing threats to consumer safety and thus growing demand for more thorough 

screening of imported food products, including agricultural products and processed foods. According to 

recent statistics released by KFDA, imports of food products amounted to 10,357 million dollars in 2011, 

a 22.8% increase from 2009. Imported food products may contain harmful chemicals such as MSG. Thus, 

KCCI will consider developing a similar screening system for imported food products as well. 

KCCI is committed to advancing Korea’s retail industry and enhancing consumer product safety 
through a gradual expansion of UPSS to cover all of the large retailers and 75% of small and medium 
retail stores. 
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
