This session was led by the WEC and focused on the contributions WEC and its members have made towards achieving sustainable energy development within the context of the 3A's - accessibility, availability and acceptability.

1. Energy efficiency: An option for sustainable development - François Moisan of ADEME 

Key results of the efficiency study (http://www.worldenergy.org/wec-geis/publications/reports/eepi/foreword/foreword.asp) that is conducted by ADEME in collaboration with the WEC wAS presented.  François Moisan showed a powerful graph illustrating the increasing electricity household consumption worldwide.  He highlighted two examples of best practices in energy efficiency policies and measures: 

(i)
labelling of household appliances 

(ii)
energy efficiency obligations on suppliers and "white" certificates (FOR white goods such as washing machines)

2. Energy & Technology: An Industry Perspective - Marcelle Shoop of Rio Tinto 

This presentation focused on advanced coal technologies as a means for improving efficiencies and reducing emissions.  Marcelle Shoop presented two specific projects; FutureGen (www.futuregenalliance.org) and Otway Basin Pilot to illustrate how advanced coal technologies work. She emphasized the importance of significant public and private investment in:

1. R&D and deployment of large-scale CCS projects 
2. improved understanding of the permanence of CO2 storage and

3. addressing the legal and policy considerations associated with deployment of CCS technology (http://www.worldenergy.org/wec-geis/focus/ccs/)

3. Shaping a sustainable energy future - Richard Taylor of IHA 

This presentation focused on hydropower within the context of the WEC's 3A's.  It provided a broader overview of how dam and development projects have served as a platform for continuing the dialogue between people involved with, and affected by, reservoir development and management.   It addressed the issue of advancing hydropower in a sustainable and responsible way via certification.

4. Water, hydro and sustainable development: 2 Case studies - Laurent Bellet of EDF

This presentation used two examples to demonstrate the value of hydro as a viable energy source for sustainable development:  Durance Valley - France (1955) and Nam Theun - Laos (current).  Critical success factors for both projects were: 
(i) stakeholder approach and 

(ii) balance between the 3A's.  
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
